Feast Day is January 13th

e Born to pagan nobility, he studied philosophy and scripture, leading to his conversion
to Christianity around age 35, along with his wife and daughter.
e The people elected him bishop around 350 AD, a role he accepted reluctantly.

e He fiercely defended the divinity of Christ and the Trinity, opposing the Arian heresy
that denied Christ's full divinity, leading to conflict with the Arian Emperor Constantius.

e For his orthodoxy, he was exiled to Phrygia (modern-day Turkey) where he wrote significant theological works,
including De T'rinitate (On the Trinity).

e He is considered one of the first Latin Christian hymn writers, composing hymns like Lucis largitor splendide.

e He was officially named a Doctor of the Church, a title recognizing his significant contributions to Catholic doc-
trine and teaching.

e He is a patron saint of lawyers, against snakes, and of children with disabilities.

Letter from Father

11 January 2026
Feast of the Baptism of Our Lord
“What Must | Do?”
Greetings,
One of my duties as your pastor is to make sure that you are properly catechized in the Doctrines, Dogma, and
Traditions of our Church. In the old days, this would mean that you would come to regular classes every week and |
would teach in the classic classroom format. | can bet that neither you nor | are too excited about that model so |
resort to the more practical model of including that catechesis in my weekly bulletin letter from time to time.

| often take for granted that parishioners know as much as | do when it comes to the life of the Church. One set of
these items that | should be more mindful of are called the Precepts of the Church, or what | like to call, the Five
Commandments. These Precepts are also call the “Bare Minimums” of our obligations as Catholics; if we do nothing
else in the practice of the Faith, we MUST do these.

The first precept is the obligation to attend Sunday Mass every Sunday and to attend Mass on Holy Days of
Obligation. We have this obligation as we are called by our baptism to commemorate the Resurrection of the Lord
and the solemn feasts of the Church. We are also called to rest from “servile labor” on those days by not working at
laborious jobs unless our work is necessary for human safety or survival. This does not include “work” that we do for
relaxation or enjoyment such as tending a flower garden or going for a hike.

The second precept requires us to go to confession at least once a year. Sadly, the practice of regular confession
(weekly or monthly) has fallen by the wayside in many parishes and so it is imperative that a person participate in
the Sacrament of Reconciliation at least once a year. This is commonly done during the seasons of Advent or Lent.
But really, consider at least monthly confession for the good of your mind and soul.

The third precept is the obligation for Catholics to receive the Eucharist, “at least during the Easter season”. There
could be several reasons that a person is not able to receive the Eucharist regularly, usually health issue or remote
location, but one MUST receive the Eucharist at least during Easter, again to commemorate the sacrifice of Jesus
Christ and His resurrection.

The fourth precept is the obligation to observe the established days of fasting and abstinence. All Catholics age 18
to 59 are required to fast on Ash Wednesday and Good Friday. All Catholics, regardless of age, are required to
abstain from eating meat on those days as well as Fridays of Lent AND Fridays in general. While the bishops of the
United States have granted permission to eat meat on Fridays outside of Lent, if we eat meat on those Fridays, we
must observe some other penitential practice in place of eating meat.

The fifth precept is the obligation to help provide for the needs of the Church as “each person is able to do so”. This
means that we are called to help support the material needs of the Church as we are able to do. A common
description of how to fulfill this obligation is to give our “Time, Talent, and Treasure”. While it is most convenient to
give to the Church monetarily, we can also support the mission and work of the Church by volunteering or providing
skilled labor to our parish or school. While one might make a significant pledge to the Annual Catholic Appeal, they
can also give by helping with the various ministries and projects of the parish.

Once again, these precepts are the “bare minimum” of what our life in the Church and our Faith should entail. There
is so much more fulfillment by going above and beyond these precepts and truly living a vibrant and dynamic life in
service to the Lord.
